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Danusha Goska, PhD, will discuss the role of the Brute Polak stereotype in 
Polish-Jewish relations and American popular culture. She will also discuss 
how the Brute Polak stereotype is used to distort Holocaust history and the 

ethical demands presented by the Holocaust.
